Also attach concise descriptive literature
about major items to be purchased.

All applications will be evaluated by the Grants Review Board whose
members reside throughout the United States of America. Selection is made by
tele-conference phone call. Grants decisions will be announced on Friday,
June 20, 2008 during the Board of Directors Meeting at our National
Convention in Fort Worth, Texas, and on our website (www.nrhs.com). Grant
amounts may vary from $500 to a maximum of $5,000.
